
Constitution

Preamble

The Constitution states the basic purposes of the organization and the basis for
membership.The By-Laws provide the means and authority for the organizing and
maintainingthe organization.Policies are rules implementedby the Board. They can be
changed by the Board in ways less cumbersomethan By-Law changes.

Article I

Name

This organization shallbe known as the LAKE AREA COMMUNITY BAND, of
Kosciusko County

Article II

Purpose

The purpose of the Band shallbe:

. To contribute positivelyto the musicalenvironmentof the communityit serves

. To provide an opportunity for individualmusicalexpression and growth

. To provide an opportunity for social contact among musicians.

. To reaffirmthe communityconcert band position in Americanmusic.

Article III

Operation as a Non-Profit

The Lake Area CommunityBand is.organized exclusivelyfor charitable purposes within
the meaningof Section 501 (C) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code

Article IV

Membership

Any musicianmay be admitted to membershipin this Band in accordance with the
provisions of the By-Laws. Voting power shallbe vested in the Active members.



ArticleV

Officers

Officers shallconsist of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and four
Members at Large.

Article VI

Executive Committee

The Executive Committee of the Band shall consist of President, Vice President,
Secretary, Treasurer, and four Members at Large, who shallbe chosen in the manner
provided in the By-Laws, plus the Musical Director and Assistant Director. Past President
will be ex-officiomember for the followingyear only, but not a voting member.

Article VII

Amendments

This constitution with its By-Laws maybe amended or altered at any meeting in the
month of June by the affirmativevote of two-thirds of the active members present,
provided however that the proposed amendmenthas been presented in writing and read at
a meeting not less than seven (7) days previously.
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
